
3) Road Improvement Projects in the Arden Arcade Area cont.  
 

Traffic Signal System Upgrade: This project will evaluate and implement a new traffic signal    

system, upgrade the signal cabinets, controllers, and communications infrastructure, and install addi-

tional CCTV surveillance cameras at approximately 100 intersections within the unincorporated 

County at a total project cost of $3.15 million.   The project includes up to 62 intersections within    

Arden -Arcade, comprising approximately $1.8M worth of work in this area.  
 

B)  Recently Completed Projects  
  

Arden Way Technology Enhancement Project (Del Paso to Watt):  This City/County project 

improved traffic flow on this heavily used roadway.  The project includes real - time surveillance    

cameras that monitor traffic conditions at busy intersections, fiber optic cables to receive information 

from cameras and a signal priority system at 18 intersections.  The County share of this project was 

approximately $1 million.  

Country Club Center -  Butano Drive (2004):   Roadway improvements to Butano Drive were   

included as part of a redevelopment project for the Country Club Center mall.   This included realign-

ment of Butano Drive to improve safety and traffic flow.  Project costs ($800,000) were paid by the 

County through an agreement with the developer.  

County Club Plaza (2004): SACDOT developed a neighborhood Traffic Management Plan for the 

community next to Country Club Plaza. This included traffic data collection to quantify speeding and 

cut through traffic issues.  Project costs included an estimated $50,000 in staff time.  

Del Paso Manor School (2004) : This $436,000 project was funded by a grant from the Safe 

Routes to School program and Measure A to improve safety near Del Paso Manor School.  The project 

included new sidewalks, traffic calming improvements, street lighting and other enhancements to   

improve pedestrian and bicycling safety near the school.  

Fulton Avenue Beautification Master Plan : The transportation component of this project revital-

ized this corridor by improving roadway facilities, utility infrastructure and streetscape aesthetics. 

This $15.1 million project included the following improvements on Fulton Avenue from Arden Way to 

Auburn Boulevard.  
 

2000:  Water main extension including 56 new fire hydrants ($2.1 million).  

2001:  Street light improvements ($555,000).  

2003 : Median landscaping and corner monuments ($4.5 million).  

2007: Utility undergrounding ($8 million).   
 

Pedestrian Safety Improvements:  These projects installed new sidewalks at various locations in 

Arden Arcade.  The sidewalk has improved pedestrian safety and provided accessibility for disabled 

pedestrians.  The construction cost for this work was $1.8 million.  This work was completed in 2008.  
 

-  Annadale Lane (Edison to Auburn)    -  Northrop Ave (Howe to Bell)  

 -  El Camino Ave (Loretto School to Burgundy Way)  -  Watt Ave (Greenview to Robertson)  

 -  Edison Ave (near Watt Avenue)    -  Watt Ave (near William Way)   

 -  Fulton Ave (at Carson Way)     -  Watt Ave (Kentfield to Chenu)  
 

Watt Avenue ï US 50 to Fair Oaks Boulevard (2002): This $25 million project significantly    

improved traffic flow and the appearance of this major County roadway.  This project included: wid-

ening Watt Avenue from 4 to 6 lanes; adding merge lanes over the American River Bridge; use of 

soundwalls and rubberized asphalt to reduce noise impacts; enhanced bicycle and pedestrian facili-

ties; significant streetscape improvements with trees, landscaping and architectural improvements.  

Watt Avenue Enhancements, Phase 1  This project included landscape and streetscape enhance-

ments in the vicinity of Country Club Plaza, divided sidewalks at Arden Middle School, landscaped 

medians between Kiefer Road and the RT station, improved pedestrian facilities at various intersec-

tions, and bus shelters throughout the corridor. This $5.9 million project was completed in 2006.  

Watt Avenue Enhancements, Phase 2   This project included landscaped median enhancements 

between 500 feet north of Fair Oaks Boulevard to Whitney Avenue and  intersection & sidewalk     

enhancements at Edison Avenue. This $7 million project was completed in 2007.  

Watt Avenue Transit Priority and Multi - Modal Enhancement ITS Demonstration Project :  

This $2.5 million project received the first Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) Federal Earmark 

in the region.  Existing traffic signals were upgraded at 20 intersections to allow for Transit Signal 

Priority on this corridor.  This included installation of fiber optic cable with CCTV cameras to provide 

improved monitoring and management of traffic from the Countyôs Traffic Operations Center (TOC).  

This project was completed in 2007.
